Aims and objectives include:

1. Have greater confidence about how we use the Mental Capacity Act to support people to make their own decisions.

2. Have greater knowledge about your local policy in relation to the MCA.

3. Explore what is involved in assessing a person’s capacity and how our assessments can be improved.

4. Analyse how we reach ‘best interests’ decisions – the risk/benefit analysis of each option. 

5. Be more familiar with what we are able to do to individuals who do not have capacity to make specific decisions, in order to keep them safe and well.  

6. Become aware of why DoLS legislation was introduced.

7. Explore some of the factors in considering whether a restriction OR a possible deprivation of liberty is occurring: is it permitted under MCA or do we need to assess for DoLS?

8. Gain awareness of the processes and people involved in a standard or urgent authorisation.

9. Understand why authorisations might be reviewed.

10. Gain greater insight and confidence into their responsibility to raise deprivation of liberty as an issue as and when the situation occurs.  

Target Group:

This full day training programme is intended for Independent, Private, and Voluntary settings:
· Care Workers in services which support adults who may have difficulties in making their own 
decisions due to temporary or permanent loss of ‘capacity’. 

· Managers and other senior staff wishing to ‘refresh’ their knowledge of MCA.

This training will be delivered in an informal style to enable participants to apply the Mental Capacity Act and Deprivation of Liberty Safeguards within their care services.
